1. Location


a) Where were these individuals from? Who do they represent?


b) Where were these individuals active?

c) A map showing where they were from and lands explored, routes, etc.

2. Causes


a) what motivated these individuals to act


b) consider economic, political, social and religious reasons

3. The Land “Untouched”


a) what did the land and people “look like” prior to exploration

4. Effect -

a) what were the outcomes/results of their actions - for the land or people they explored/exploited and for their country of origin

b) what were the long term economic, political, social and religious outcomes? For example “if this had not have happened, we would not have....”

You will also have prepared a 1 page handout on your topic. Highlight the information above in the categories presented. Include terms if necessary. Include a Works Cited/Consulted page too.
